· programmes to support dedicated and innovative research to better understand giraffe ecology for their conservation and management;
· programmes that promote the conservation and management of giraffe populations;
· programmes that promote and support giraffe conservation initiatives and work collaboratively with local communities to develop a sustainable future for both people and wildlife; and,
· efforts to secure viable, and protect existing, habitat for giraffe and other wildlife.

We prefer to support projects rather than provide core funding where practical. In exceptional circumstances we may consider applications for contributions towards core funding.  We do not provide capital funding.  Our support ranges from a few hundred pounds to a maximum of £3000, typically GCF grants average £1000 per project, although we reserve the right to adjust these amounts depending on the project.
We give preference to small, grassroots initiatives, as they typically have limited funding alternatives. If you think you meet the criteria, please complete this application form and send it with your latest annual report, update or description of your project if it is already established.  Please note that we will ask for financial information (if applicable) at both application and reporting stages.

We have tried to keep the application form as brief as possible, whilst still getting the information we need to make decisions about funding and to be accountable to our donors. Please try to be succinct and focussed.

We currently do not have set timescales or funding rounds for applications and we will aim to review your application as soon as practicable and let you know once a decision has been made.
